Option 1) On the Bus

great spot for an outdoor lunch.

« You must coordinate this option prior to your scheduled performance. We will only hold
lunches that have been previously coordinated.
« The theatre cannot accept lunch or other food or beverage delivery unless you have a
post-show Student Matinee Experience.
« Please note: eating is not allowed during intermission.

Option 3) Downtown Eateries
